2.  There are 3 separate categories for Bake-Off Entries:

a. Cakes

b. Pies

c. Other Desserts

3. Participants must be 18 years of age or older to enter and must be a current resident of Long Hill Township.

4. Judging for entries will be performed by a selected panel of judges appointed by the Long Hill Community Day organizers.   In order to maintain the “sweetness” of this competition, the names of the official judges will not be released before the event on Sept. 4th .

5. Required number of servings available for judging shall be 5.

6. There will be 4 winners announced at the event on Sept. 4th.

a. First Place Cakes

b. First Place Pies

c. First Place “Other” Desserts

d. One Overall Grand Prize Winner

7. Recipes for each entry must be typed or neatly written on a separate piece of paper (size 8 ½” x 11”) and submitted with the dessert.  List all ingredients in the order they are used in the recipe with exact measurements and package sizes.  The recipe must include cooking times, temperature, and number of servings.  If the recipe is not your own personal creation, credit to the original source must be given.

8. There is a limit of one entry per person.

9. Please do not submit any entries made with raw eggs.

10.   By providing the recipe, each contestant agrees to allow the organizers of Long Hill Community Day to print their recipe in a cookbook sold to raise funds in support of Long Hill’s volunteer squads:  Millington Fire Dept., Stirling Fire Dept., CERT, and the Long Hill Township Police Explorers.  All proceeds will be donated to these organizations.

In addition, the winners agree to appear on LHTV at a future date.

11.   To win, each contestant does not need to be present.  However, the Long Hill Community Day organizers cannot appoint someone to monitor your dessert in your absence during the competition.

12.   All desserts must be brought to the Long Hill Township Community Day and ready for judging by 12 Noon on Sept. 4th.
13.   Please note:  refrigeration will not be available during the event. 

14.   Each contestant agrees to allow the organizers to sell any leftover desserts at the conclusion of the judging.  It is the responsibility of each contestant to retrieve their baking dishes/containers.

15.   Anyone who tries to “butter-up” the judges in an attempt to gain an unfair advantage will be disqualified.
